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Dear Friends, 

 

 I belong to a dog training club. Throughout the year we hold training classes, and agility and 

obedience trials. My love is agility. Since joining this group, I have participated by teaching agility classes 

and serving as chief course builder at agility trials.  

 

 Recently someone thanked me for all I do for the club, and I looked at them with a puzzled 

expression. I said, ñYouôre welcome,ò although I didnôt consider my contribution that remarkable. I could 

not imagine being part of a group without contributing to it. 

  

 As I reflected further on this, I realized that many people in the club and at trials are consumers and 

not members. A parallel situation exists in the political realm. I attribute this attitude in part to a consumer 

culture, encouraged by advertizing and the world view of the ñme generation.ò We are surrounded by 

messages that say we deserve this product, or that we should always seek the best or at least the most value 

for our money. Little emphasis is placed on earning what we receive, being part of a group for the sake of 

the group rather than for what we get out of it, or deferred gratification. 

  

 Somehow, I donôt think Jesus would encourage this attitude. According to the letter to the Hebrews, 

ñFor the joy that was set before him, he [Jesus] endured the cross, despising the shame, and is seated at the 

right hand of the throne of God.ò (Hebrews 12:2) When the Son took on human flesh, he did so not as a 

consumer but as a full participant, a member of humanity. Jesus did not ñput in his timeò and then clock 

out; he gave the full measure of devotion, he gave his life for the salvation of all humankind.  

 

 While I donôt think my dog training commitment matters a lot to God, I do think Jesus calls me to 

exercise an attitude of self-giving membership in the world. I believe God calls us, not to a consumer 

attitude towards the church or the world, but to an Incarnational life-style. God calls us to participate fully 

in the world, not for our own immediate gratification but for the good of the world. 

 

 Following Christ means following his example of participation in the life of the world.
