EXPERIENCE HOLY WEEK AT TRINITY  
  

The liturgies of Holy Week and Easter are not dramas 

meant to stimulate our imaginations. They are more 

than signs pointing us to events of the past. They are 

sacraments - outward and visible signs of inward and 

spiritual grace, grace-bearing signs which are able to 

bring into being what they signify. 
  

Since the fourth century, Christians in Jerusalem have 

celebrated the great events of the last week of Jesus' 

earthly ministry. Churches were built on the sacred 

sites mentioned in the gospels. The faithful began to 

make pilgrimages to Jerusalem to walk where Jesus 

walked. To handle the influx of pilgrims at Easter 

time, the churches of Jerusalem developed liturgies 

focused on the specific events which occurred at each 

location. The pilgrims took reports of these liturgies 

home with them. Holy Week Liturgies were 

developed as it became apparent as these permitted 

people, separated from the life of Jesus both by miles 

and years, to experience these mysteries for 

themselves. In the mid-twentieth century, Anglicans 

rediscovered the power of the Holy Week liturgies, 

and they were included in the most recent revision of 

the Book of Common Prayer. 
  

Holy Week, from Palm Sunday to Easter Morning, 

helps us trace the steps of Jesus during the last days of 

his life. We join the crowd on Palm Sunday shouting, 

"Hosanna! Blessed is the one who comes in the name 

of the Lord!" as we wave branches of palm. We sit 

with the disciples in the upper room as Jesus gives 

them his one commandment, to love one another, as 

he washes their feet. We join the crowd demanding 

that Pilate, "Crucify him!" And we stand at the foot of 

the cross as Jesus breathes his last. We leave him in 

the cold stone tomb, and return Easter morning to find 

the tomb empty! We shout our Alleluias, for Christ is 

truly risen! 
  

To the extent that we live the liturgies of Holy Week, 

we allow ourselves to be changed by the power of the 

mystery they celebrate.

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Dear Friends, 

 

One of the cherished traditions of All Saints, Memphis, TN, (the church in which I was raised) was the Lenten 

Choir. Children from second grade up were invited to become a part of this group. We met three times a week ï 

two mid-week rehearsals and once for Evening Prayer on Sunday. The weekday rehearsals were spent practicing 

the hymns for Sunday, the special program that took place on Palm Sunday, and ended with Evening Prayer. 

 

In order to encourage participation and commitment, children who met certain requirements were given awards on 

either Easter Day or the following Sunday. The requirements were 1) perfect attendance, and 2) completion of 

memory work. Perfect attendance was not quite what it seems. You could have three absences, so long as you 

made them up by attending special services on Maundy Thursday, Good Friday or Holy Saturday. The memory 

work was from the Book of Common Prayer and began rather simply with the typical bidding and response, ñThe 

Lord be with you, And also with you, Let us pray;ò the Glory be (Glory be to the Father and to the Son and to the 

Holy Spirité) and (I think) The Lordôs Prayer. Each year you had to repeat the memory work of past years and 

had a new piece added, usually from Evening Prayer. 

 

Those who completed their first year were initially given small silver crosses, but that changed in later years. 

Those who completed their second year were given a small gold cross. For each year after that, a small red stone 

was added to the cross. I believe my brother Jon completed the most years of anyone in the history of the program. 

My sister, Jeanie, helped my brother Jay with his memory work, a practice she continued when they were in 

Confirmation Class together years later. 

 

Lenten Choir made a significant impact on my spiritual life. The discipline of attendance at rehearsals, the 

memory work, the exposure to the liturgy of Evening Prayer, the vestments, the teachings by Mr. Eppes (our 

priest) at the Sunday services, the hymns and other music ï my introduction to all of these gave me the language 

of prayer, and deepened my participation in the worship of the church. They remain with me to this day in ways 

too many to number. 

 

For all that Lenten Choir remains a pleasant and important part of my past, I donôt long for ñthe good old days.ò 

Life no longer moves at a pace that permits children, their parents, and the necessary musical and clergy leadership 

to meet three times a week. Females could be in the choir but not serve as acolytes in the ñgood old days.ò  

Nevertheless, commitment to a spiritual practice for long enough to engrain certain patterns of thought and prayer 

into our souls remains a worthy practice. After all, we are willing to commit to regular practice to learn to play a 

musical instrument, and regular workouts to excel at a particular sport. Should we not also be willing to commit 

our time and energies to deepening our relationship with God? 

 

Lent is more than half over, but the time is always right to engage in the spiritual practices of scripture reading, 

meditation, prayer and giving of alms. If you have grown lax in any of these, if you have never begun, or if you 

have long been engaged in these practice, the last weeks of Lent provide an opportunity to ñmake upò your 

absences or neglects. 

 

Gold crosses with red stones might be necessary to motivate children, but spiritual depth and strength await adults 

who commit to worship, study and action.

MYSTERY WALK  
  

One way to ensure our children understand 

that Easter is NOT about chicks, bunnies and 

candy is to attend a Mystery Walk. A Mystery 

Walk is a child-friendly Stations of the Cross 

(sometimes called Way of the Cross), that is, a 

devotional practice where one moves from 

location to location recounting Jesusô journey 

from his arrest to his death on the cross. At 

each station, the child receives a token to help 

remember that event. For example, at the 

station where Jesus takes up his cross, the 

children receive pocket crosses, and at the 

station where Jesus is laid in the tomb, each 

one receives a stone. Unlike the traditional 

Stations of the Cross, we end the Mystery 

Walk with a Resurrection Station. This helps 

the children complete the story, and remember 

the reason we celebrate Easter.  

  

This year the Mystery Walk will take place on Palm Sunday, April13, during Sunday School. Plan for 

your children to be there, and if you can assist, please contact Dr. Fran.

STATIONS OF THE CROSS 
 

Since the early first centuries, Christians have marked 

the events of Holy Week and Easter by following in 

the footsteps of Jesus through the streets of  

Jerusalem. As early as the third century, pilgrims  

returning from the Holy Land reported this practice in 

their journals. In time, those unable to make the trip 

to the Holy Land recreated the experience in their own towns and 

cities. This practice gradually evolved into a devotional practice 

referred to as Stations of the Cross, or The Way of the Cross. There 

are fourteen stations marking episodes from the time of Jesusô arrest, 

to the placement of his body in the stone tomb. Nine of these 

stations have their origins in the scriptural account of Jesusô passion, 

the other five come from pious legends that arose during the Middle 

Ages. Stations can involve walking from one location to the next, 

sometimes marked by plaques on the wall of a church or a simple 

cross set into the ground along a path, or the service can be read in 

place in a church. At each station, a short scripture is read, a 

reflection given, and a prayer response made. The service  typically 

ends with the Lordôs prayer. Trinity will hold a  service of Stations 

of the Cross on the Monday of Holy Week, April 14, at 6 pm. 

Come and walk the way of the cross with us.
